Installation

1	 CUTTING THE EXISTING DUCT

□□ Cut the existing duct attached to 
the dryer about 10 in. above the top 
control panel of the dryer.

2	 ATTACHING THE DUCT TO THE 
TOP OF UNIT

□□ Slide the free end of the duct which 
leads outside, over the top collar of 
the lint trap unit. Secure it with one 
of the metal clamps provided.

3	 ATTACHING THE DUCT TO THE 
BOTTOM OF UNIT

□□ Slide the free end of the remaining 
duct coming from the dryer, over the 
bottom collar of the lint trap unit. 
Secure it with the other clamp.

4	 INSTALLING THE UNIT TO THE WALL

□□ Locate a stud behind the wall or mount directly to the wall 
using drywall plugs and screws (not provided).

5	 CLEANING THE LINT SCREEN AFTER EACH USE

□□ Open the door of the lint trap unit, remove the screen and 
clean off the lint.

Note
For maximum efficiency, clean the lint filter after each use.
