CLEANING AND MAINTENANCE

mild detergent, then dry the heater enclosure with a clean cloth. Be careful not to let the water enter the inside of the appliance.

¢ In order to protect the enclosure, do not splash water onto the heater, and never use a solvent like gasoline, isoamyl acetate, toluene, etc. to
clean the heater.
