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Using Your Vacuum

This vacuum can be used as a stick vacuum, hand vacuum, or extended reach with a hand vacuum

and wand. Eco mode for area rugs & carpet to prevent the brush rolls from stalling. For hard floors we

would suggest Turbo Mode. For most battery efficient cleaning we recommend AutoAdapt Mode.

1. Press power button to turn
machine ON. It will start in
AutoAdapt mode.

2. AutoAdapt: For most
efficient battery usage, the unit
will automatically adjust suction
power based on debris level.

Eco = White light: For smaller
& light messes on carpet &
area rugs.

Medium = Blue light: For
medium messes where higher
suction power is needed.

Turbo = Red light: For heavy
messes that require the most
suction power.

3. Suction power can be
manually adjusted using the
mode button.

Eco =1light: For smaller &
light messes on carpet & area
rugs.
