The power cord has a grouncled p|ug as shown in Figure 1,
and must be used with an electrical outlet that can
accommodate the grounding pin. If your electrical outlet
cannot accommodate the grounding pin, then you must
purchase an adapter as shown in Figure 2.

NOTE: The adapters ARE NOT supplied with this fan.
Read, fo"ow, and save the instructions that are included
with the adapter you choose. The green grounding |ug
extencling from the adapter must be connected to a
permanent ground suchasa property groundecl outlet
box. Do not use an adapter if your electrical outlet can
accommodate the grounding pin.

LINE CORD SAFETY TIPS
1. NEVER pu" or yanl( on the cord or the app|iance.

2. Toinsert p|ug, grasp it Firmly and guicle it into the outlet.

3. To disconnect the appliance, grasp the p|ug and
remove it from the outlet.

4. Before each use, inspect the line cord for cuts and/
or abrasion marks. If any are found, the app|iance
should be serviced and the line cord rep|aced. Please
return it to our Service Department or to an authorized
service representative.

5. NEVER wrap the cord tight|y around the appliance,
as this could place undue stress on the cord where it
enters the app|iance and could cause it to I:ray and

break.
6. DO NOT operate the appliance if the line cord shows

any damage, if the app|iance works intermittently or
stops worl(ing entire|y.

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FUSED PLUG

This product uses overload protection (fuse). A blown
fuse indicates an overload or short-circuit situation. If the
fuse blows, unp|ug the product from the outlet. Discard
product if the attachment p|ug is damaged. To reduce the
risk of I:ire, electric shock and persona| injury, DO NOT
remove, replace, repair or tamper with the origina"y
supplied p|ug. If the fan does not function properly, it may
be due to the safety device incorporated in this p|ug.

If the fuse fai|s, itis genera"y due to a short circuit or
circuit overload. Replace the fuse as per the instructions
below (fo"ow procluct marl(ing for proper fuse rating)

and check the product. If the replacement fuse fails, a
short-circuit may be present and immediately
unp|ug the unit and contact our technical support
department for assistance.

Fuse Rep|acement:

1. Grasp p|ug and remove From the receptacle or other
outlet device. Do not unp|ug Iay pu"ing on cord.
Locate the door on top of the p|ug. Figure 3.

2. Slide the door on top of the plug towards the blades.

3. Carefully remove the fuse from the clips I'lo'cling iton

the top and bottom. Risk of fire. Rep|ace fuse only
with 5 Amp, 125 Volt fuse. Figure 5.

Woarning! Electrical Hazard! Only replace with a
fuse type and rating matching what was removed from
the product. If the product fails a second time,
immediately unplug it and contact our technical support
at 1-888-880-3267.

4, Gent|y push the fuse back into the pins that will hold
itin p|ace.

Note: If the fuse is not seated properly, the unit will not

function.

5. Slide the door back over the fuse box in the p|ug.

6. P|ug the fan back in and resume use.

Risk of Fire. Do not rep|ace attachment p|ug as it contains

a safety device (fuse) that should not be removed.
Discard product if the attachment p|ug is damaged.

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UNPACKING

As you unpaci( ti'ne ian, save t|1e carton anci paci(ing
materials in case you want to move or si\ip the unit in the
iuture. Careiu"y remove all items irom the box.

NOTE: It is best to have someone hold the box while
lifting the fan and protective packaging out of the carton.
Make sure all shipping materials are removed from fan
before operating.

Remove the i\eight adjustment knob from the
telescopic pole by turning it counter clockwise. Slide
the base trim ring onto the poie. Reinstall the heigi\t
adjustment knob Figure 6.

2. Remove the L-si'\aped screw and metal ring from the
telescopic po|e l)y turning it counter clockwise.
Figure 7.

3. Insert the telescopic pole into the top of the base.
Install the metal ring and L-shaped screw into the
threaded hole in the bottom of the po|e to secure the
pole to the base. Figure 8.

4. Tip the base back uprigi'\t.

5. Grasp the telescopic pole Firmiy and twist the
adjustment knob counter clockwise to loosen. Figure 9.

6. Raise the inner po|e to maximum i\eigi\t and tigi\ten

the adjustment knob i:y twisting clockwise until
secure. Figure 9.

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ATTACHING MOTOR TO POLE

1. Press the clip buttons in completely while sliding the
po|e from the motor i\ousing assemi:iy into the inner
pole until the clip buttons appear ti'lrougl'l the hole in
the inner poie. Figure 10.

OPERATION

This app|iance is for household use on|y.
1. Place the fan on a dry, safe, flat surface where it
cannot fall or be pu"eci |:>y the cord.

Piug the fan into a grouncied 120-volt AC electrical

outlet (orclinary household current). DO NOT use
any other type of outlet. Make sure that the rated

voitage oi: tne i:an is ti'ne same as ti\e power source
before piugging it into the power source.

Off / Speed Selection

Turn the fan “ON” or “OFF” l)y turning the power/speed

control knob. The power should a|ways be OFF before
unpiugging t|1e i:an. To seiect t|1e speeci, turn t|1e power/

speed control knob from OFF to the desired speeci setting:

Oscillation

To allow the fan to osci"ate, push the oscillation knob
down. Pull up on the knob if oscillation is not desired.

Height Adjustment

To adjust the height of the fan, turn the adjustment knob
counter-clockwise to loosen the inner po|e. Acijust the
inner pole to the desired |1eig|1t, and firmly tigi\ten the
adjustment knob in a clockwise direction. Figure 13.

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MAINTENANCE

This fanis permanent|y lubricated and will not require
additional lubrication (oi|) for the life of the fan.

This fan requires little maintenance and contains no user
serviceable parts. DO NOT try to fix it yourse":. Contact
qua|iFiec| service personne| if servicing is needed

Before c|eaning, turn the fan off and unp|ug from electrical

outlet. Wipe off excess dust with a lint-free cloth. To ensure

adequate air circulation to the motor, keep vents located
at the rear ol: the motor free from dust accumu|ation. A
vacuum cleaner hose can be used to clean these vents.

DO NOT immerse the fan in water or any other |iquid.
CLEANING THE GRILL AND BLADE:

1. Turn the fan off and unp|ug from the electrical outlet.

2. Disassemble the gri"s by |oosening the 6 screws
from the rear gri" and remove the front gri" with the
gri" ring from the rear gri". Figure 14.

3. Theblade may be removed l)y |oosening the screw
hoHing itin p|ace. Girills and blades may be cleaned
with mild soap and water on|y after t|1ey have been
removed from the motor housing.

4. Useadryor s|ig|'|t|y damp lint-free cloth to clean the
fan.

v Usea soft, s|ig|'|t|y damp cloth to wipe the remaining
fan parts.

v DO NOT allow water or any other |iquid to get into

the motor housing or base.

v Reassemble the fan after blades and gri"s have dried

comp|ete|y.

v DO NOT p|ug the fan into an electrical outlet until it
has been fu"y reassembled.
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TROUBLE SHOOTING

1. Problem

v" Fan will not oscillate.

Solution
\/ Push down on the l(nob on top ol: motor housing to
activate oscillation.
